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1.	Berkeley quote.
2.	Philosophy ‘sprinkler’, lay dust, not raise it: not mystery-making.
3.	Real test of mystery is surviving attempts to demystify: ct. parapsychology.
4.	Time attracts mystery-makers, inc. physicists. Not hard to follow if think straight.
5.	Travel is special case of change.
6.	Change is incompatible properties at diff’t times: colours, shapes, etc.
7.	Travel, i.e. motion, is diff’t spatial locations at diff’t time: shown on s-t diagram.
8.	No arrow on diagram: double counting, yields nonsense.
9. 	E.g. positron = electron moving back in time > ?only 1 electron.
10.	Cf. backwards vs anti-clockwise clock.
11.	Causal test for time order.
12.	Real time travel? Diff’t times at diff’t times: trivial – must mean more.
13.	Time passing slowly/quickly is mental processes running fast or slow – e.g. adrenalin in emergencies.
15.	Time travel: two measures of time between, say, in and out of time machine.
16.	Forward t-t: hibernation; special relativity. No problem.
17.	Backward t-t: opposite direction, diff’t measure is irrelevant.
18.	Causal  time-order test OK: inside/outside time machine.
19.	Problem: ‘could have killed granny’.
20.	NG solutions (a) ‘be careful’: needn’t be careful, but must.
21.	(b) ‘Change past’: contradiction.
22.	(c) ‘Many pasts’: irrelevant, must be actual past.
23.	Can’t affect past: entails causal loop.
24.	Causation implies Cs & Es correlate – independent of C’s causes, E’s effects.
25.	Dr Who’s scarf test: ask to wear or not: 50/50 shows no correlation, so no causation.
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
